Upgrade Instructions and Modification History

Upgrade Instructions
The following instructions only apply if you currently have Faithworks version July 2002 or later. To find out what version of Faithworks you are using, open up your main menu and have a look at the bottom left hand corner of the screen. If you have a version of Faithworks prior to July 2002, you need to contact angelo.a@tanzanite.com.au for your upgrade instructions, as there have been some major changes since July 2002.

How easy it is to update Faithworks depends on how many customised changes you have done to your Faithworks. By customised changes I’m referring to modifications to reports, new reports, modifications to forms, new forms, modifications to queries, new queries…etc.

If you would like the latest version of Faithworks and would rather have someone else look after the upgrade process for you, then I am happy to be of service. A fee will be charged depending on how much time is required to complete the upgrade. Should you prefer this option, prior to contacting me, you should prepare a Word document of all the customised changes that you have performed to your Faithworks (in as much detail as you can remember).

With No Customised Changes

If you have not done any customised changes to Faithworks then all you have to do is the following:

1. Make a note of your current Release Date (found on the Switchboard).

2. Replace your copy of Faithworks.mdb with the latest one.

3. Relink the latest Faithworks.mdb to your backend (refer to the manual if you are unsure how to do this)

4. Do a search on this document for the words “not updated through code”, and if the date of modification if after the Release Date from step 1, then you will have to make manually these changes to your backend. If unsure of how to do this, you should seek help from someone more experienced with MS Access.
With Customised Changes

You have two options when upgrading Faithworks. Which one you choose is mostly dependant upon the number of customised changes you have made to your ‘front-end’, the “Faithworks.mdb” file.

Option 1. Upgrade Faithworks by replacing your current version with the new version. This will require you to import (or re-apply) any customised changes to the new Faithworks.mdb.

· Make a backup of your existing current Faithworks_be.mdb and Faithworks.mdb files.

· Extract the downloaded new file into c:\Faithworks. This is done by double clicking on the downloaded .exe file. You will overwriting your existing Faithworks.mdb with the new Faithworks.mdb

· Open the new Faithworks.mdb with administrator permissions (if workgroups have been set up). Faithworks will expect to find the backend on the local PC in directory c:\. If it is not there an error will result. You should ‘end’ the error, and then re-link the front end with the back end. (Refer to the Faithworks Manual for instructions on how to perform this). Once the new Faithworks.mdb in connected to your Faithworks_be.mdb you can continue.

· Make sure Faithworks is not open on any other computer.

· Go to the “Utilities” screen, and click on the ‘Update Faithworks’ button. This button will update your Faithworks_be.mdb file with the required changes. The modifications it will perform are listed below, in blue text, after the 4 July 2002 date. It will only perform the modifications if they do not already exist. If an unexpected error occurs contact angelo.a@tanzanite.com.au for help. If the modifications are performed successfully, you will be notified.

· If you get an unexpected error, you are advised to delete the Faithworks_be.mdb (just in case some changes were made) and the new Faithworks.mdb, and restore the backed up old Faithworks_be.mdb and Faithworks.mdb files. You should then contact angelo.a@tanzanite.com.au for help with a description of the problem. If you did not receive any errors, you can proceed to the next step.

· You now need to update the new Faithworks.mdb (front end) with any customised changes made by your church. You may do this by either importing (from FaithworksOLD.mdb) any new objects created, or modifying the objects in the new Faithworks.mdb. Your are advised not to overwrite any of the objects in the new Faithworks.mdb with objects from FaithworksOLD.mdb as this may erase new changes made to Faithworks.mdb, and the functioning of the application.

· You’re all done. Make sure you keep the backed up old version of Faithworks until everything appears to be operating OK in the new version.

Option 2. Upgrade Faithworks by importing only the modified and new objects from the new Faithworks.mdb.

· Make a backup of your existing current Faithworks_be.mdb and Faithworks.mdb files.

· Extract the downloaded new file into a newly created directory c:\Faithworks\New. This is done by double clicking on the downloaded .exe file. 

· Take note from the modifications list (below) the modified objects since your version of Faithworks. The release date of your version of Faithworks can be found on the Main Menu.

· Delete in your current version of Faithworks, any objects that have been modified (enhanced) since the release date of your current version.

· Import the new modified (enhanced) objects from the latest version of Faithworks. To import use ‘File’, ‘Get External Data’, ‘Import’….

· If you had performed any customised modifications to the objects you have just imported, you will need to re-do those modifications.

· If any modifications have been performed to the back-end, since your current release date, you will need to manually perform these changes to your backend (Faithworks_be.mdb)

· You’re all done. Make sure you keep the backed up old version of Faithworks until everything appears to be operating OK in the new version.

Faithworks has been updated with the new look front end. As there are too many front end changes t list, the advised method to upgrade Faithworks is to replace ant old front ends with the new one. Any customised changes on an old Faithworks would need to be transferred across to the latest front end.

· Church Involvement screen now displays a message instead of an error if no ‘Area’ is chosen, after clicking the ‘Bus’ button.

· Bug Fix - The drop down list for A-Groups (in Individual Profile) would only show values if a Category exists. The fix now displays values even if the A-Group does not have a category.

· When typing a first name (in individual profile) and preferred name is blank, the preferred name will be automatically populated with the first name (and vice versa)

· Bug Fix - If the front end is not linked to the backend when starting Faithworks, the switchboard asks the user to select the backend. If a password exists on the backend, an error occurs. The switchboard was modified by removing the code where this error occurs. Faithworks no longer checks if the new people search tables are in the backend. 
Note, if the bug occurs, the user should use the Utilities Relink to Backend button to connect the backend.

· Moved the AGroupCategory field from being connected to a person’s A-Group record, to be connected to the A-Group Category. This gives the user more control over managing A-Groups Categories. For example if A-Groups is used to store Giftings, then all the giftings records need only be set with a category of ‘Gifting’ once.
· People Search has also been modified to cater for the above change.

· Introduced the concept of making certain Church Status’s invisible. The user now selects which Status’s they would like to see. This enables the user to ‘hide’ people with certain status’s such as ‘Removed’, ‘Deceased’, ‘Archived’.

· The manual has been updated to explain the above changes.

· Discovered that if using Access 2003, some bugs occur. The following have been corrected:
· In Individual Profile Screen the Family Unit button failed (the code could not find the field Me.FamilyUnit. This was changed to Me.cboFamilyUnit).

· Modified the 3 group involvement sub windows in Individual Profile to present as datasheet view, as well as the Family Unit form sub windows.

· Modified the report Individual Profile to use the data from People Search. The report now presents as a People Search report.

· When setting the filters (top right hand corner), the user no longer needs to enter a value in both the Status and Congregation fields. A blank field will be interpreted as ‘all’ values. Therefore to list all the people, both fields need to be cleared, and the ‘Set Filter’ button clicked.

The New People Search

· If churches are replacing their front end with this front end (or later) then they need to make sure their data meets the requirements of the new People Search (detailed in the People Search manual). Failure to do so will result in a lack of reporting power from People Search.

· Note: it is not recommended for churches to try and import the latest changes into their version of Faithworks, as there may be more to the upgrade process than just updating the following list of objects.

· Added an UnTag button to the Individuals Profile. Removed the confirmation dialog box that appears after tagging a person.
